






as well as our own limitations.  In so
doing, we can sensibly volunteer to do
what we reasonably can accomplish.

Are You Dependable?
A volunteer has to be dependable, that

is, willing and able to follow through on
his volunteer commitment.  It does no one
any good to volunteer for an office or a
task and then procrastinate or lose interest
in it to the extent that it is put in jeopardy.

Bob Roske, NØUF, President of
QCWA National, once said to me: “My
pet peeve is the person who says, ‘It’s just
a hobby!’ I agree with that, it is just a
hobby, but when I say I’m going to do
something, I do it, hobby or not.”

Bob is correct. We should always take
seriously whatever commitment we’ve
made to do something, whether it’s
hobby-oriented or a necessary duty else-
where in our lives.  Therefore, a depend-
able volunteer will only take on those
responsibilities that he or she can reason-
ably expect to fulfill.

However, unexpected things do happen
– such as health issues or serious acci-
dents – and it would be understandable if
we had to “pass the torch” while we con-
centrated on these urgent personal issues.
(See ‘Are You Sensible?)

Are You Humble?
A synonym (from Wikipedia) of humil-

ity is “egolessness.”  That word is self-
descriptive.  While it may take strong,
motivated people to get things done,
cooperation is a key element for progress
as well.

Humility helps individuals appreciate
that they are not the center of the universe.
Humility helps us to realize that we can
learn from each other, even from those
whom we might normally consider
“below” us on the social, educational or
intelligence ladder.

This very quality will help our meet-
ings to function more smoothly, and to
value all input –  whether it be aligned
with our own initial thinking or not.
Seriously considering an opposite view-
point to what we may originally have is
the mark of a truly intelligent person.
Humility helps us to maintain good rela-
tions with others while we also contribute
our thoughts and energies to the advance-
ment of our common goals.

Humility also engenders the attitude of
being in the service of our fellow mem-
bers who collectively chose us – not a dis-
position of being part of a “royal family.”

Volunteering for any amateur radio orga-
nizational position requires that we view
all members of that organization as equals
– maybe as superiors.

Obviously, a volunteer is not inferior to
other members, but he or she is among
equals.  Notwithstanding, if a volunteer
has the attitude that the members are
superior, he will do all he can to satisfy
the needs of that membership.

If we are in “the service of our fellow
members,” then, in reality, we are their
“servants.”  Are not our officers and

directors – whether in a local chapter or
club, or national entity – “serving” us by
performing the necessary organizational
functions required for smooth operation?
Yes, they are.  And, if they serve us com-
petently and with humility by showing
honor to us, we, in turn, show greater
honor to them, and express our gratitude
and appreciation for their good work.

Will You Be ‘Open, Frank,
Candid?’

A necessary quality for a volunteer to
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have is a good measure of transparency.  What do we mean by
that?  One of the definitions for being transparent is being “open,
frank, candid.”  A “transparent” person is one who is willing to
share information about what one is doing and what has been
accomplished.  One who is not transparent operates with a cloak
of secrecy, which fosters suspicion.

Take for example the office of Treasurer, or Secretary/
Treasurer, in a local chapter.  What do you think would happen
if that chapter officer refused to make public any meaningful
financial data, perhaps hiding behind the statement: “You have
to trust your officers.” How long do you think he or she would
last in that position?  Trust is something earned by known per-
formance.  However, how can trust be generated if one’s activ-
ities are hidden?

Mind you, on inspection, this individual could have done
absolutely nothing wrong with the finances of the club and may
have been exemplary in handling them, except for withholding
information that is rightly shared with the members.

So, in order to prevent nasty suspicions from ever develop-
ing, an astute and prudent volunteer in such an office would
want to be completely open with the work he or she is doing on
behalf of fellow members.  Actually, the law may require it.

Many U.S. clubs and organizations are registered as not-for-
profit corporations and have been granted 501(c)(3) status.  In
return for the tax-exemptions they enjoy, both federal and state
governments require public disclosure of all operations, espe-
cially financial.  So, if your club or chapter enjoys such status,
then your members, by law, have freedom to information,
whether it is meeting minutes or financial records or project
progression. Such information should be freely, not grudging-
ly, shared with all.

Of course, “transparent” volunteers already want to be open
in all respects.  After all, the members of a club are really the
owners of it. They have the right to know how their money is
being managed and spent, and what decisions are made for the
activities and direction of the club or association.  When that
right is satisfied by true openness, suspicion has nowhere to
germinate.  And, you have a happy membership who are hon-
ored with due transparency.

And In Summary . . .  
Our volunteers know the value of these qualities, and we’re

grateful for their service.  They are a treasured, priceless com-
modity in a largely narcissistic world.  Our hats are off to them
all!  Whenever you can, be sure to thank those working hard
for us.  We owe them big time for all the success our organiza-
tions, clubs and associations enjoy.

And, at the same time, consider how you can volunteer.  If
you are looking at a national position in QCWA, Earle Smith,
VE6NM, and his Nominations Committee would like to hear
from you before it has to submit its slate by June 15.

If your aim is local, your chapter management will be glad
to hear from you.  Either way, you will become a beloved active
part of “the Proud, the Elite, and the Many.”

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Aletter to Kurt from David Benedict, W7DBH, of
Beaverton, Oregon, asks about the AlexLoop WalkHam
antenna by PY1AHD. He’d seen an item about it in the

November 2010 QST.
“A magnetic loop covering 7-30 MHz at up to 20 watts SSB.

I was shocked at the price of $299, and then a whopping $50
shipping to the USA.

“Wow! $349 for a little table-top antenna. I immediately
thought of bottled water for $16 by Evian (naive spelled 
backward!).

“Please tell us your opinion of the antenna as to efficiency,
radiation pattern, etc. And please tell us if there is a similar do-
it-yourself antenna that can be built by most of us naive
Americans for a quarter of that price. Maybe you could tell us,
too, why it is rated at 20 watts, and what we might do to increase
that power input on a naive loop we could build.”

The Krusty One Weighs In . . .

Kurt took a look at the website < http://www.alexloop.com >
and found an interesting group of small loop antennas. The com-
pany, founded by Alexandre Grimberg, PY1AHD, is devoted
solely to loops. All appear to be made of readily available mate-
rials such as aluminum chimney tubing, plastic water pipe and
coaxial cable.

The “Walkham” portable loop’s name comes from one appli-
cation: The ham walking down the street with the horizontal
loop held above his head by a pole attached to his back while
talking to a distant ham on a band from 40 to 10 meters.

It is difficult for Kurt to imagine him-
self walking down the street or on the trail
while working DX. Nevertheless this is a
unique application of a loop.

Kurt can readily visualize himself as the
operator shown seated on a camping chair
while in on-the-air conversation. It would
not be difficult to carry the loop to your
camping site.

Although the loop is about three-feet in
diameter, the entire antenna – loop, sup-
porting pole, feeder cable and tuning unit
– fit into a soft-sided carrying case about
15-by-10-by-8 inches. That’s Kurt’s esti-
mate, anyway. The website is devoid of
specifications for the carrying case and
any of the antennas pictured.

To answer the reader’s questions: Kurt
estimates the loop to be about three-feet
diameter and, if the cable is RG-8 size the
shield diameter is 0.32 inches. Rather than

make calculations Kurt turned to < http://www.66pacific.com >
where the calculations are made for you.

It shows the radiation resistance as 0.058 ohms, the loss resis-
tance as 0.1 ohms and the efficiency as 35 percent.  This is high-
ly optimistic. The wire mesh shield is not the same as a solid
conductor of this size although, because of skin effect, it is not
much worse. And there are other losses, such as in the two con-
nectors that put the loop together.

If we add just two one-hundredths of an ohm additional resis-
tance, the efficiency drops to 31 percent. This is not bad for an
antenna this small. The efficiency will be better on 10 meters
and worse on 40.

Is the price of $299 too high? Well, if you look around, some
commercially-made loops in the U.S. are priced well into the
$300 to $500 range.

As to the $50 shipping charge: We don’t know the weight of
the Brazilian loop with its carrying case. As a guesstimate, if it
is 10 pounds, the U.S. Post office wants $53.85 to ship it to
Brazil. So the shipping charge seems reasonable.

Why the (20-watt PEP or 10-watt continuous carrier) maxi-
mum power for the PY1AHD loop and can we increase it to 100
watts or so? This has to do with the very low radiation resis-
tance of the loop. Remember that Power  =  (Current squared)
X Resistance.   If the resistance is very low, then the current
will be mighty high. With this antenna fed 10 watts, the current
is 5.5 amperes. This makes the capacitor voltage 700 volts RMS.
You can handle this with a small capacitor.

At 100 watts the current is 17-amperes and the capacitor volt-
age is 2,200 volts. Let’s try 250 watts: 27 amperes and 3,450

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volts. Either of these takes a big transmitting capacitor with
wide-spaced plates. And Kurt thinks either current would melt
the coax shield.

PY1AHD also has a same-size loop made of copper tubing
that would be more efficient. Also one made of four-inch alu-
minum chimney tubing that would be even more efficient.

These loops are made of commonly-available materials and
are lightweight. They can be hand-held or mounted outside a
window. But note that they are narrow band so they must be
retuned for even a small frequency change. So you have to be
close enough to the antenna to turn the capacitor knob any time
you change frequency.

This problem was solved by Ted Hart, W5QJR, inventor
of the noise bridge.  His loop was described in June 1986
QST. Some editions of the ARRL Antenna Book describe it,
as well.

Ted used eight pieces of three-quarter inch copper pipe with
45-degree elbows to connect them. Most importantly, he
explained that split stator tuning capacitors must be used to
avoid the resistance of wiping contacts. A stepper motor
allowed remote tuning so you don’t have to be right at the
loop to operate. MFJ Enterprises uses DC motors for this pur-
pose in its loops.

Kurt highly recommends that you read W5QJR’s article
before you build your own loop.
